For achievement in the preservation of a historic resource, that is in
keeping with the historic character of that resource and an excellent
example of the use of architectural styles, colors, detail, materials or
craftsmanship.

For achievement in the rehabilitation of the exterior of a historic
resource. The criteria for judging is the same as the Restoration Award.

For achievement in the restoration or preservation of landscaping to a
historic resource. The type of landscaping used is reviewed to see if it is
typical of the landscaping that would have been used with the
particular style or time period of when the landmark was built. The
types and placement of plants and hardscape is also evaluated for the
comparability of the period of significance.

For achievement in the ongoing preservation of an historic resource.
The resource must be an excellent example of an architectural style and,
if the continued preservation did not take place, the resource would no
longer be considered an excellent example of an architectural style. The
ongoing preservation efforts must be in keeping with the historic
character of the resource and consist of excellent examples of colors,
details, material or craftsmanship.
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Properties Eligible for a
Model Colony Award

Model Colony Award winners must be
one of the following:

a A Designated Historic Landmark;

a A Contributing Structure or feature
within a Designated Historic District,
listed on the National Register of
Historic Places; or listed on the
California Register of Historical
Resources.

a The project must have been
completed between January Xt and
December 3t to be eligible for the
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a The project must have obtained the

proper permits/approvals from the
City of Ontario (if necessary).

Nomination forms are submitted to the

Planning Department then forwarded to

the Historic Preservation Sub-Committee
for review and recommendations. These
recommendations are forwarded to the
Planning Commission/Historic Preserva-
tion Commission for consideration. The
awards are then presented by the City
Council during a scheduled City Council

Meeting.
